THE INBADA SESSIONS
"Inbada" or Open Space event is an African word, meaning discussion.  It is quite simply a time within the programme for any participant to table a topic for discussion.  Some prepared activities held over from other sessions can also be brought in here.  Following an indication of interest in the topics nominated, sessions are then allocated for discussion and recommendations. 

The indaba or open space session has become an important part of the NZAIA conference process over the last few years.  It provides a means for those who come to the conference to work together in a semi-structured way on matters or issues arising from the conference or which are brought to the conference by participants.  

The initial bidding round saw six topics selected for discussion.  Three of these topics 

Capacity building for IA in New Zealand, EIA/SIA Web site inventory and Tangata whenua/iwi links in NZAIA were amalgamated into one session that focussed primarily on capacity and capacity building for EIA in NZ.  The other three topics "AEE effectiveness", Integrating SIA and EIA" and "including people in EIA practice." were also grouped together.
